Research related committees
University Senate
The highest academic committee. It approves examiner nominations and awards degrees.
The SU president is the student representative.




Research and Enterprise Committee
Discusses university research. It reports to Senate. It receives minutes from the Research Degrees Committee and Research Ethics Committee. There is a PGR student representative.





Research Ethics Committee
Considers and approves research projects including research degrees. It reports to Research and Enterprise Committee. It also reviews University ethics procedures and advises on ethical issues. There is a PGR student representative.

Faculty Research and Enterprise Committee
Discuss school research and enterprise; plans, resources, etc. There is often a PGR student representative.
Research Degrees Committee
Discusses matters related to quality enhancement and the student experience at a University level.  Recommends examiners and degree awards to Senate, Approves student registrations, transfers, changes to supervisory teams, suspensions of study, writing up registration and extensions. It receives minutes from Research Degrees Boards. The Chair of the Research Student Committee is the student representative.
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Consider and approve staff research projects, Masters and undergraduate research projects. It reports to the Faculty Research and Enterprise Committee and sends minutes to the Research Ethics Committee. 


Research Degrees Boards (Science, Business and Education, Social Sciences and Arts & Humanities)
Discusses matters related to quality enhancement and the student experience at a subject/discipline level. Recommends examiners, degree awards, student registrations, transfers, changes to supervisory teams, suspensions of study, writing up registration and extensions to the RDC. It also monitors individual students’ progress and completion. Each RDB has 2 student representatives.

Supervisors Forum
All research degree supervisors are members. Termly meetings are organised by supervisors. The forum is represented at the RDC.

Research Student Committee
All research students are members. Termly meetings are organised by research students. The Chair represents students at the RDC
